Routes of entry for solids and liquids include eye and skin contact, ingestion and inhalation.  Routes of entry for gases include inhalation and eye contact. Skin contact may be a route of entry for liquified gases.

ACUTE OVEREXPOSURE EFFECTS:  Contact with the eyes and skin may result in irritation.  Symptoms of acute overexposure to propanol by all routes include irritation of the mucous membranes, failure of muscular coordination, lethargy, narcosis, and possibly death.  Laboratory animals exposed to high vapor concentrations of anionic surfactants such as Polysorbate 80, experienced difficulty breathing.  Ingestion of anionic surfactants may result in nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea.  Ingestion of excessive amounts of

vitamin A may result in headaches, nausea, blurred vision, and decreased appetite.  Acute and chronic vitamin D overdose may cause hypercalcemia, resulting in anorexia, nervousness, itching, muscular weakness, and calcification, diminished hearing ability, polyuria, and hypertension have also been associated with this state.  Large dosed to pregnant rabbits have been known to cause lesions (aortic narrowing) in the offspring as well as vasculotoxicity.

CHRONIC OVEREXPOSURE EFFECTS:   Ethoxyquin is a skin irritant and may produce contact dermatitis. Animal studies indicate that chronic overexposure to ethoxyquin by ingestion may cause weight loss, vomiting, and adverse kidney and thyroid effects.  No adverse effects on fertility, litter size or survival were observed in a three-generation reproduction study of rats fed diets containing 250 or 500 ppm ethoxyquin.  Male and pregnant female rats were exposed to propanol showed decreased weight gain and slight teratogenicity was observed at this concentration.  Animal studies indicate that chronic overexposure may result in liver damage. In lifetime feeding studies, propanol was reported to be carcinogenic to rats when given by the oral and subcutaneous routes.  Chronic overexposure to vitamin A is associated with low red blood count, low leukocyte count, joint/bone pain, fatigue, depression, skin rash, and liver and spleen abnormialities. Some cases of hypervitaminosis A, have resulted in bone changes and CNS effects. Animal studies have shown the vitamin A is teratogenic in several species.  Women in child-bearing potential should avoid all occupational exposure to Vitamin A.  Ingestion of large amounts of vitamin E over long periods of time may cause gastrointestinal distress, muscle weakness, and fatigue.
FIRST AID PROCEDURES- SKIN:   Wash affected areas with soap and water.  Remove and launder contaminated clothing before reuse. If irritation develops, get medical attention.

FIRST AID PROCEDURES- EYES:   Immediately rinse eyes with running water for 15 minutes.  If irritation develops, get medical attention.

FIRST AID PROCEDURES- INGESTION:   If swallowed, dilute with water and immediately induce vomiting.  Never give fluids or induce vomiting if the victim is unconscious or having convulsions. Get immediate medical attention.

FIRST AID PROCEDURES- INHALATION:   Move to fresh air. Aid in breathing, if necessary, and get immediate medical attention.
